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Estonia lies in a traditional zone, varying from maritime to continental. The influence of the Baltic Sea makes it cool and moist. The average temperature in July, which is considered the warmest month, is about + 17 degrees. The coldest month is usually February with -5 degrees as the average. The lowest temperature ever measured -43,5 degrees, while the highest recorded figure + 35,5 degrees. There are about 160 to 180 rainy days a year. Luckily, Estonia has no climatic extremes. Heavy storms and very extensive floods are rare.























The capital of Estonia is Tallinn, which lies on the Baltic Sea. Tallinn is the largest city in Estonia, with population of about 400000. Tallinn boasts a wonderful medieval Old Town where the atmosphere of the 14th and 15th centuries can still be strongly felt. Only a few towns in northern Europe have medieval districts as well preserved as in Tallinn. It was included in the UNESCO World Heritage List in 1997. The rest of the capital could be called the New Town. It has about 30 museums, 25 galleries and 15 exhibition halls. Tallinn is a mixture of the modern and the medieval, where tradition goes hand in hand with the most recent trends.
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Estonia is a small country and areas of unspoiled nature are very rare. Our plants and animals have only been developing for about 10 000 years, since the last Ice Age, and they are not represented in great variety. Estonia belongs to a mixed forest zone in which the most common trees are pine, birch, spruce, aspen, oak and alder. Approximately 50% of our areas are covered by forests. There are about 350 bird species in Estonia and about 9500 discovered species of insects. Common birds in Estonia are barn swallow, house sparrow, titmouse, blackbird and white stork. Estonia has one of the richest diversities of plants and animals in the world. Estonia’s meadows are much richer in different species than western Europe. The type of meadow richest in species is the wooded meadow.
